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About This Book

This book is intended to help users learn vocabulary
appearing at level N4 of the Japanese Language Proficiency Test
(JLPT). It is particularly designed for those who wish to study
advanced beginning vocabulary, and those who prefer to master
vocabulary through the processes of listening to conversations
and reading text.

This book presents 1,200 vocabulary terms in the body text
and side columns. These include lists of words selected with
reference to elementary textbooks and official exercise books, as
well as commonly used words drawn from everyday life.

The material is divided into thirteen place-related topics.
Words are studied in the context of snapshots of life in Japan—
in the form of snippets of conversations between family
members, friends, and acquaintances that take place in various
settings.

The target expressions gently progress in difficulty
with each subsequent topic, so those who are new to level
N4 should start from the first topic and work their way up.
The accompanying red plastic sheet can be used to hide the
vocabulary terms and kanji during study. The audio material
can be listened to using an appropriate audio app. Please use it
to practice pronunciation through shadowing or repeating.

We hope that this resource will be of good use to all
Japanese language learners who wish to master basic words and

build their vocabulary power.
