3. Usage: Questions where you select the sentence where the word is used correctly.
4. Kanji readings: Questions where you select the correct reading of the kanji.
5. Orthography: Questions where you select the correct way of writing the kanjr.

@®Mock test
A mock examination question set, with the same number of questions as in the actual
examination, which uses words and kanjr studied in this text book. Spend 25 minutes on it and
see how well you do.

4. Orthography

The list part and the answers and explanations (annex) are written using kanji in the national
list of Chinese characters in common use (as of November 2010), with furigana (kana showing
pronunciation) included for all kanji. However, exceptionally, iragana are used in cases where
authors believe they would be more appropriate.

The text in the questions part is written using level 4 kanji under the old JLPT system, with

hiragana used for the other words.

5. Promoting self-study, and time allocation

Go over the questions first. Try to be able to answer questions in each lesson in around 10
minutes. Next, check the answers while looking at the explanations, and finally, while going over
the list, try to look carefully at the meaning and usage of words, and the way kanji are written
and read. In other words, you should follow the order Questions — Answers and explanations —
List. That is why the list is at the end. It groups words for specific topics and scenarios. In the
memorization process, it is helpful to consider what example sentences the word is used in for
what topic and scenario, and to relate it to words with similar or opposite meanings.

However, if you feel that a question is too difficult, it is also okay to go through the list first and
then try to answer the questions. If you do that, you should follow the order List —= Questions —

Answers and explanations.
