In the listening part of the N4 Japanese Language Proficiency Test, there are 4 types of
questions: task-based comprehension, comprehension of key points, verbal expressions, and
quick response. Please start from the first lesson. In the first lesson, for example, the flow
and listening points of task-based comprehension questions are explained, so once you have
understood them, the example exercise should be tried. Then once the example exercises have
been done, read the answers and comments, and check why you made mistakes, and check
which things you do not understand yet. Next, please look at the list that the < arrow indicates
to check similar expressions as well as expressions that are easy to mistake. Then please move
on to the practice questions and check your answers in the same way as you did for the example
exercise.

For learning in a classroom, each section is designed to be studied for 45 minutes; however
in the case of studying by yourself, please study at your own pace. It is fine to study, for short
amounts of time, but it is important that you continue to study every day. When answering the
questions, please do not look at the scripts. After having checked your answers, read the scripts

to deepen your own understanding.
