STEP 5. Proceed to excreises provided in RF £ % £ L 2 3 “Lets Read Kanji* and "RF EH 52 L 2 3,
“Ler's Wire Kanji." Remember the meaning of the words, yomi (readings), and the corvect stroke order,

STEP 6. Proceed to Review, Achievement Test, Quirzes, and Summary Tests.
